Types of Variables - PHP Language:
The code that was executed makes a representation on variables, that is, the different types of variables that the PHP language handles are defined, which are:
- Integer: this type of variable stores integers, that is, positive and negative numbers, but not decimals.
- Double: this type of variable stores the largest and smallest possible magnitudes for a number.
[bookmark: _GoBack]- String: this type of variable stores an ordered set of letters (characters).
- Boolean: this type of binary variable, 1 or 0, true or false. 
Additionally, in order to print the variables when executing the code, the word echo is used; with this, the type of variable is already indicated in front of the data to be printed.
